Hazardous Materials Impact Review (HMIR) - This study is required for industrial projects.

The Planning and Zoning Commission may only grant conditional uses that meet the following

criteria:

1. That the establishment, maintenance and/or operation of the requested Conditional Use is not
detrimental to the health, safety, peace, morals, comfort or general welfare of the City.

2. That the provisions for ingress, egress, traffic circulation and adjacent public streets are
adequate to meet the needs of the requested Conditional Use.

3. That the building(s) and parking facility setbacks adequately provide a transition from, and
protection to, existing and contemplated residential development.

4. That the height and bulk of the proposed buildings and structures are compatible with the
general character of development in the vicinity of the requested Conditional Use.

5. That provisions have been made to attenuate noise levels and provide for adequate site and
security lighting.

6. That the site plan incorporates appropriate landscaping, fencing, screen walls and/or planting,

strategies to achieve compatibility with adjoining areas.
