WHEREAS, from time to time it may be desirable to modify the zoning code in keeping within the context of a 
dynamic and growing community; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Yuma Planning and Zoning Commission held a public hearing on December 14, 2009, in 
Zoning Case No: Z2009-021 in the manner prescribed by law for the purpose of amending the City of Yuma 
Zoning Code; and, 
 
WHEREAS, due and proper notice of such public hearing was given in the time, form, substance and manner as 
provided by law, including publication of such notice in the Yuma Sun on November 20, 2009; and, 
 
WHEREAS, The City Council has considered the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission 
regarding Case No: Z2009-021 and finds that the zoning code text amendment fulfills the goals and objectives of 
the Yuma General Plan, and is in basic harmony with the goals and objectives of the City of Yuma Zoning Code. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Yuma as follows: 
 
SECTION 1. That the Yuma City Code, Title 15, Chapter 154, Section 331, Permitted Uses in the Light 
Industrial District, be amended to add the following text:

Supporting services 
may consist of the following:

(2) Banking services 
(3) Shipping, printing, copying, and binding services 
(4) Exercise facilities 
(5) Uses which meet the intent of this subsection as determined by the Director    
       of the Department of Community Development.
