


2.  The City of Yuma received a new AZPDES Permit from ADEQ on June 5, 2007.  The 2007 
Permit differs from the previous 1999 permit, and includes a number of new effluent 
limitations for discharge to the Colorado River.  Several of the new AZPDES permit limitations 
have the potential to impact the current wastewater Local Limits. 

 
3.  There are changes in the number and types of industrial users within the Figueroa WPCF 

service area due to a new treatment plant starting operation.  Four industrial facilities have 
been diverted away from the Figueroa WPCF to the Desert Dunes Water Reclamation 
Facility.  In addition to the decrease in the total number of industrial facilities, the total 
industrial flow into the Figueroa WPCF has decreased from an average of 1.5 mgd to 
0.64 mgd.  For certain materials or characteristics, this allows a less stringent limitation on 
local discharges. 

 
The proposed changes to local limits have had significant opportunity for public participation: 
 
In June 2007, the City of Yuma completed a preliminary local limits draft report titled, Figueroa 
Avenue WPCF Final December 2007, and its addendum, Addendum No. 1 – Reissued April 2009, 
which concluded that modifications are needed to the current local limits to maintain the EPA 
directive of being technically based and justifiable.     
 
In August 2007, the City notified all affected facilities of the findings of the preliminary local limits 
draft report.  The City also notified affected facilities of the City’s intent to modify existing wastewater 
local limit standards, and that the City was seeking comments from affected users, general public, 
and industrial facilities.  Shaw Diversified Services, ALSCO, and the former Weyerhaeuser (now 
International Paper) facilities provided comments and assisted with the development of the proposed 
limitations.  
 
In November 2007, the City of Yuma Water and Sewer Commission held a Public Hearing on the 
findings of the preliminary draft local limits report and the proposed wastewater local limits 
modifications.  The Water and Sewer Commission took comments only, and no recommendation 
was developed.   
 
In January 2008, the City provided the ADEQ with the wastewater local limits report.  
 
In July 2009, the City published a Notice of Request for Approval of wastewater local limits in The 
Sun newspaper, notified all affected facilities of the intent to modify existing wastewater local limit 
standards, and that interested persons may request a public hearing concerning the proposed 
changes with the ADEQ.    
 
In August 2009, the ADEQ provided the City of Yuma with Approval to implement the proposed 
wastewater local limit modifications.  ADEQ noted that “The approval procedures have been met” 
and “No comments or requests for a public hearing were received by ADEQ during the public notice 
period.”  
 
On November 19, 2009, the City of Yuma Water and Sewer Commission voted to recommend the 
Figueroa WPCF Final December 2007 Local Limits report and Addendum No. 1 – reissued April 
2009. 
 

The local limits were developed following the EPA 2004 Local Limit Development Guidance to protect 
the treatment plants, wastewater collection system, and treatment personnel from dangerous 
discharges.

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ORDINANCE NO. O2010-19 

 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF YUMA,  
ARIZONA, AMENDING SECTIONS 191-49 AND 191-51 OF THE YUMA CITY 
CODE, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO INDUSTRIAL WASTES AND OTHER 
WASTEWATER DISCHARGES  

 
 

WHEREAS, the City of Yuma (City) has adopted an Ordinance which regulates the discharge of non-
domestic waste into the wastewater collection system of the City; and, 
 
WHEREAS, it is necessary for the City of Yuma to adopt and enforce technically based local 
wastewater discharge limitations per Federal and State environmental requirements; and,   
 
WHEREAS, the City is required to review and update, as necessary, the existing wastewater limits to 
reflect new Federal and State requirements, treatment plant changes, wastewater discharge permit 
requirements, and other requirements that may affect the reliability of said local limits;  
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Yuma as follows: 
 

 SECTION 1:  That the Yuma City Code § 191-49 Discharge of Certain Materials and Substances 
Prohibited, subsection B, item 4, be amended to read:  

 
 (4) Any water or waste containing Fats, Oils, or Greases (FOG) whether emulsified or 

not, in concentrations that cause or contribute to an obstruction of the collection 
system.  Discharge of FOG in quantities that cause or contribute to obstructions is 
strictly prohibited.  Dischargers of free floating FOG shall be required to install 
pretreatment devices such as grease removal equipment. 

 
SECTION 2:   That the Yuma City Code § 191-49 Discharge of Certain Materials and Substances 

Prohibited, subsection B, item 5, be amended to read: 
  

(5) Any water or wastes having a pH lower than 5.0 or higher than 11.5, or having 
any other corrosive property apt to cause damage or hazard to structures, equipment 
of the industrial waste system, or personnel employed in its operations.   
  

SECTION 3:   That the Yuma City Code § 191-51 Specific Limitations on Certain Materials and 
Substances in Discharges; Compatibility with Regulatory Agency Requirements, 
subsection B, be amended to read:  

 
(B) The following limitations are intended to apply generally to all industrial users of 
the Figueroa Avenue Water Pollution Control Facility.  If and when Federal or State 
regulatory agency regulations require a specific pretreatment concentration for a 
specific industry, whichever is the more stringent concentration level between these 
regulations and such Federal or State regulations will apply.

(1) Industry specific selenium local limit of 0.020 mg/L to identified selenium discharging Significant Industrial Users (SIU).  To 
counterbalance the higher selenium limit for these discharges a lower limit of 0.011 mg/L for other SIU’s is required.  
(2) pH is expressed as Standard Units (S.U.) 
(3) The discharge of wastewater containing TDS shall not cause the inhibition of wastewater treatment or the violation of any 
AZPDES permit requirements 

 
SECTION 4: Any user who is found to have violated a finding of the City Council or who willfully or  
   negligently failed to comply with any provision of this chapter and the orders, rules,  
   regulations and permits issued hereunder, shall be fined not less than $100 nor more than  
   $1,000 for each offense.  Each day on which a violation shall occur or continue shall be  
   deemed a separate and distinct offense.  In addition to the penalties provided herein, the  
   city shall recover reasonable attorneys’ fees, court costs, court reporters’ fees and other  
   expenses of litigation by appropriate suit at law against the person found to have violated  
   this chapter or the orders, rules, regulations, and permits issued hereunder. 
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   Any person violating § 191-08 of this chapter shall be guilty of a class 1 misdemeanor  
   punishable by a fine of not more than $1,000 or imprisonment for not more than ten days, 
   or by both.

TITLE: 
Special Election:  Yuma City Charter, Article XII, Section 2, Local Preference    

SUMMARY RECOMMENDATION: 
Delete all references to an all mail ballot Special Election on May 18, 2010 previously called by 
Ordinance O2010-08 and renumber the proposition to Proposition 400 in order to comply with State 
statutes.  

REPORT:     
On January 20, 2010, the City Council adopted Ordinance O2010-08 which called for an all mail ballot 
Special Election on May 18, 2010.  The purpose of the election is to submit a Charter amendment 
question to the voters of the City of Yuma.  The question, known as a proposition, amends Article XII, 
Section 2 of the Yuma City Charter regarding local preference.   
 
On Tuesday, February 9, 2010, the Governor of Arizona signed legislation to call a Statewide Special 
election on May 18, 2010 for the purpose of submitting a Constitutional amendment for a temporary tax 
increase to the voters of the State of Arizona.   
 
City staff does not want to cause voter confusion with a City of Yuma mail ballot election on the same 
date as the Statewide Special Election.  Therefore, staff recommends removing the all mail ballot 
provision for the City’s May 18, 2010 Special Election.  In addition, due to the Statewide ballot issue, 
the City must renumber the proposition in order to comply with Arizona Revised Statutes §19-125 (B) 
which provides that local issues on a Statewide ballot be numbered consecutively beginning with the 
number four hundred.  The attached ordinance amends Ordinance O2010-08 to delete all references to 
an all mail ballot Special Election on May 18, 2010 and to renumber the proposition to Proposition 400.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF YUMA, 
ARIZONA, AMENDING ORDINANCE O2010-08 TO DELETE ALL 
REFERENCES TO AN ALL MAIL BALLOT ELECTION ON MAY 18, 
2010 AND CHANGE THE PROPOSITION NUMBER   

 
WHEREAS, Arizona Revised Statutes §16-204, requires that elections be held on one of the four 
consolidated election dates; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the City Council has called a mail ballot Special Election on May 18, 2010 in 
accordance with the State’s election consolidation law; and, 
 
WHEREAS, Ordinance O2010-08 calls for a Special Election on May 18, 2010 for the purpose of 
submitting a Charter amendment question regarding local preference to the qualified electors of the 
City of Yuma; and,   
 
WHEREAS, the State of Arizona has called a Special Election on May 18, 2010 for the purpose of 
submitting a Constitutional amendment to provide for a temporary tax increase to the voters of the 
State of Arizona; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the City Council does not want to cause voter confusion with a City of Yuma mail 
ballot election on the same date as the Statewide Special Election. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Yuma, Arizona, as 
follows: 
 
SECTION 1. That all references to a mail ballot election for the May 18, 2010 Special Election 
be deleted from Ordinance O2010-08.      
 
SECTION 2.   That the proposition number of the Yuma City Charter amendment be changed to 
Proposition 400, in order to comply with Arizona Revised Statutes §19-125 (B), providing that 
local issues on a Statewide ballot be numbered consecutively beginning with the number four 
hundred.    
 
SECTION 3.    That the following question be submitted to the qualified electors of the City of 
Yuma, as Proposition 400, to determine whether the City Charter of the City of Yuma should be 
amended:    

Proposition 400 
 
SHALL ARTICLE XII, SECTION 2 OF THE YUMA CITY CHARTER BE AMENDED TO 
READ AS FOLLOWS: 
 
Sec. 2.  Local preference. 
 
 (a) The purpose of this Section is to allow the City of Yuma to award public bid contracts for 
any improvements, materials, equipment or supplies to a local dealer of such political subdivision 
in order to facilitate increased competition by such local businesses with larger metropolitan firms 
and to prefer the accessibility and prompt service of a local dealer which is deemed to offset the 
price advantage of larger volume enterprises.  (Gen. Elec. 12/1/81) 
 
 (b) The City of Yuma in awarding contracts for construction, furnishing materials, equipment 
or supplies, either directly or through a contractor, to be paid from public funds, may provide by 
ordinance, resolution or other action of its governing body to award such contract to a bidder who 
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is a local dealer if the bid of a competing bidder, quality and suitability considered, is five percent 
or less below that of the local dealer.  A local dealer, as part of the written, awarded contract, shall 
agree that at least fifty percent of the total cost of all subcontracting by such local dealer pursuant 
to the awarded contract shall be with another local dealer.  (Gen. Elec. 12/1/81) 
 
 (c) This preference shall be in lieu of any other preference required by law so that only a total 
of a five percent is given on any one contract.  (Gen. Elec. 12/1/81) 
 
 (d) For the purposes of this section, “Local Dealer” means any dealer, person, or firm within 
the city limits of the City of Yuma who has a valid City of Yuma business license.  (Gen. Elec. 
12/1/81) 
 
Editor's note: 
 The following policy, adopted by Ord. No. 2090, enacted Sept. 22, 1982, is a guideline for 
applying the local preference provision set forth in Art. XII, § 2. 
  A. This preference is not to be applied cumulatively to the State preference as set forth 
in A.R S. §§ 34-241 et seq. 
  B. This preference is not to be applied to those bids and contracts which are subject to 
the provisions of A.R.S. §§ 34-241 et seq. 
  C. To the extent a conflict exists between the provisions of the charter local preference 
provision and A.R.S. §§ 34-241 et seq., the State statutes shall control. 
  
            THE CITY COUNCIL SHALL AUTHORIZE LOCAL PREFERENCES FOR 
THE PURPOSES OF AWARDING CONTRACTS FOR ANY IMPROVEMENTS, 
MATERIALS, EQUIPMENT, SUPPLIES, CONSTRUCTION AND PROFESSIONAL 
SERVICES AS DEFINED IN A.R.S. TITLE 32, CHAPTER 1, AND ANY SUCCESSOR 
STATUTE OR AMENDMENT, SO LONG AS SUCH PREFERENCES ARE NOT 
INCONSISTENT WITH THE CONSTITUTION OR STATUTES OF THE STATE.
