WHEREAS, the City of Yuma Planning and Zoning Commission held a public hearing on
November 14, 2011 in Zoning Case No: Z2011-006 in the manner prescribed by law for the purpose
of rezoning a parcel of property hereinafter described to the Heavy Industrial/Public Overlay (H-1/P)
District as provided for in Chapter 154 of the Yuma City Code; and,

WHEREAS, due and proper notice of such public hearing was given in the time, form, substance
and manner zés provided by law, including publication of such notice in the Yuma Sun on October
21, 2011, and,

WHEREAS, the City Council has considered the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning
Commission regarding Case No: Z2011-006 and finds that the recommendation complies with and
conforms to the goals and objectives of the Yuma General Plan, as amended.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Yuma as follows:
SECTION 1. That the following described properties, to wit:

The South half of the Northwest quarter (S¥2NW%4) of Section 16, Township 9 South,
Range 23 West of the Gila and Salt River Base and Meridian, Yuma County, Arizona.

Containing 80.35 acres, more or less.

be placed in the Heavy Industrial/Public Overlay (H-1/P) District, as defined by Chapter 154 of the
Yuma City Code, as amended; that upon this Ordinance becoming final, said property shall be
subject to all rules, regulations and requirements of Chapter 154 of the Yuma City Code, as
amended, pertaining to the Heavy Industrial/Public Overlay (H-1/P) District, and that the zoning map
adopted under Chapter 154 of the Yuma City Code, as amended, is hereby ordered to be changed
and amended so as to show that said property described in this Ordinance will be located within the
District herein provided.

SECTION 2. That the following condition(s) must be met and/or completed in order for the zoning
amendment to be final:

1. The conditions listed below are in addition to City codes, rules, fees and regulations
that are applicable to this action.

2. The Owner shall submit to the City of Yuma, for recordation, a signed and notarized
“Waiver of Claims under the Private Property Rights Protection Act.” The Waiver
shall be submitted within thirty (30) calendar days of the effective date of approval of
this zoning action and prior to the issuance of any building permit. In the event that
this condition is not completed within this time frame, the zoning action is null and
void.

3. The owner shall record an Avigation Easement on the property acknowledging potential
noise and overflight of aircraft from both daily and special operations of the Marine
Corps Air Station and the Yuma International Airport.

4. The Owner shall dedicate by warranty deed a 40-foot half-width right-of-way for
Avenue A along the westerly portion of the subject property. Avenue A at this
location is designated as a Collector Street by the City's Major Roadways Plan of
2005, as amended. This dedication shall include the existing 33-foot easement right-
of-way for Avenue A, as recorded in Docket 716/Page 724, Records of Yuma
County, Arizona.

5. Owner / Developer shall provide a raised median disclosure along the Avenue A
property frontage.

SECTION 3. With the exception of Condition 2, each of the conditions listed above shall be
completed within two (2) years of the effective date of the rezoning ordinance or prior to the
issuance of a building permit or business license for this site, whichever occurs first. If the
conditions of approval are not completed within the above timeframe then the rezone shall be
subject to ARS 9-462.01.

Staff Analysis:

(AG) District to the Heavy Industrial / Public Overlay (H-1/P) District subject
to the conditions shown in Attachment A because the request is in
conformance with the Yuma General Plan and is compatible with the
surrounding land uses.

The subject properties are owned by Yuma County and leased to the Yuma
International Airport. The two parcels were annexed into the City on December,
1979 and have been zoned Agriculture since this time.

The rezoning is requested so that the two parcels can be tied to the adjacent
Airport property located to the North and to the West in the future. The two
parcels are currently landlocked and have an easement that allows access from
40™ Street. The easement will no longer be needed for access to these two
parcels.

The Airport Authority is proposing to use the property for future Airport
Development Projects. No definite plans for use have been submitted with this
rezone.

The property is located within the 75+ dB DNL noise contour and adjacent the
Marine Corps Air Station and within the transitional surface with a 7:1 slope.
There will be height limitations on the property because of the transitional
surface. Arizona Revised Statutes (ARS) 28-8481 and the City of Yuma Zoning
Ordinance land use matrix show the industrial uses that are allowed within the
noise contours. Uses on the property must comply with the land use matrix and
with Section 154-364 for height and lighting requirements. Any proposed use
that is not listed as permitted by ARS 28-8481 is not allowed without a
Determination of Compliance issued by the City of Yuma.

Notification of construction is required to be sent to the Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA) on FAA Form 7460-1. Itis also required that an avigation
easement be recorded for the property that recognizes the noise, vibration, and
interference generated by aviation activities performed at the Marine Corps Air
Station/Yuma International Airport aviation complex.

Noise level reduction standards will be required when structures are placed on
the property. It is requested that MCAS be given a chance to review any heights
on the property plus comment on any changes that are made for this property.

“Del Cave — Planning and Zoning Commissioner, asked if the property was owned by Yuma County.
Joy Everett — Associate Planner, said yes. Cave asked if the properties were in the County or City.
Everett said this property was owned by Yuma County and leased to the airport, but was within the city
limits. Cave asked if this was something that happened often. Everett said a lot of property within the
airport area was owned by Yuma County and leased to the Airport.

“David Koopmann — Chairman Planning and Zoning Commission, said he was happy to see
something happen to this property.

“Tim Eisenmann, 1851 W 24" Street, Yuma, Arizona, was available for guestions.

“Marty Carter — Planning and Zoning Commissioner, asked what was going to happen to the
property. Eisenmann said this property was to be incorporated into the other airport property.

OPEN PUBLIC COMMENT

“James Adler, 720 E. 39" Place, Suite 6, Yuma, Arizona, said his main concern was that the traffic
increase would be addressed properly. There were already a lot of situations on Arizona Avenue where
the large trucks block lanes when turning into Johnson Controls. Koopmann asked the timeframe for
when Arizona Avenue would be improved. Andrew McGarvie — Assistant City Engineer, said the
improvements for Arizona Avenue and 40™ Street and 4™ Avenue Extension had been delayed.

“Gladys Wiggins, Deputy Airport Director, 2191 E. 32" Street, Yuma, Arizona, said the property
would eventually have an airport support facility to be accessed on the airport side of the property.

“Clinton Underhill —Planning and Zoning Commissioner, said he agreed with the traffic issues, but he
was not a proponent of improving infrastructure only to re-improve it as the land developed. McGarvie
said the improvements for Arizona Avenue were pushed out to 2019. Koopmann said Johnson
Controls has a large amount of traffic coming in and out daily, and they are expanding.

WHEREAS, the City of Yuma City Council has held a public hearing on the General Plan recommended
by the Planning and Zoning Commission and considered the statements of the public and
recommendation of the Planning Commission at the public hearing; and,
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WHEREAS, the City of Yuma 2012 General Plan provides a comprehensive, long-range plan for the
development of the City; and,

WHEREAS, the General Plan is a guide and policy document and does not legislate any new fees, taxes
or changes to development and building codes.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Yuma as follows:

Section 1: That Arizona Revised Statues (“A.R.S.”) § 9-461.06 authorizes the City Council of
the City of Yuma to adopt a General Plan following an appropriately noticed public hearing.

Section 2: That the City of Yuma 2012 General Plan, on file in the City Clerk’s Office and
posted on the City’s website and by this reference incorporated herein, is hereby adopted.
