Arizona Senior ©@lympics I istory

In Arizona, Senior Olympics began in 1982. During the first
two years (1982-1983), these games were titled “City Games”,
and held in Phoenix. In 1984, the name “Arizona Senior
Olympics” was born. Today, “Arizona Senior Olympics” is
the recognized State Championships held annually during late
February or early March. The City of Phoenix still hosts and
coordinates the games with partnership and assistance from the
cities of Glendale, Mesa, Peoria, Scottsdale, and Tempe. Sen-
ior Olympics “Nationals” were started in St. Louis, Missouri in
1987. Today, the National Championships are held every oth-
er year. Senior Games began in Yuma in 1985. We look for-
ward to our 34th Annual Senior Olympics Games.
