Effect of the Approval: By approving the Conditional Use Permit, the Planning and Zoning

Staff Analysis:

Commission is authorizing the request by Athena Godwin, on behalf of
Avenir Financial, for a Conditional Use Permit to allow the expansion of
the Menta Academy Yuma charter school in the Limited Commercial/
Infill Overlay (B-1/I0) District for the property located at 275 W. 17
Place, Yuma, AZ., subject to the conditions outlined in Attachment A,
and affirmatively finds that the seven Conditional Use Permit criteria set
forth in Section 154-03.05(G)(2) of the City of Yuma Zoning Code have
been met.

The Menta Academy Yuma has an approved Conditional Use Permit (CUP-43871-
2025) for an 8,000 square foot school within the existing Aviner Building. This new
request is for an expansion of an additional 4,000 square feet within the same
building. No expansion of the building square footage is proposed. No changes to
the parking lots and access points are anticipated relating to the Menta Academy
Yuma.

The Menta Academy Yuma private school offers education and skills for life classes;
High School students attend from 7:30 a.m. to 1:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.
Middle School and Elementary students attend from 8:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m., Monday
through Friday. It is anticipated that the student body will have a few students of
driving age. However - the students ride buses or receive transportation services
through Menta.

From the applicant’s narrative:

“The Menta Education Group (“Menta”) is a recognized leader in the field of
special education, particularly in working with children whose disabilities have
precluded them from the successful skill attainment necessary for success, by
providing innovative solutions to critical problems in education and human
services.

“Menta’s vision is to enable success for all youth, particularly at-risk youth,
through innovative solutions in education and social services. Menta serves 33
schools across three states, each providing the same level of support and
expertise to help a child thrive and succeed, with six school locations in
Arizona.”
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This office complex was constructed in 1994-1998 for the AEA Federal Credit Union
(now Avenir Financial), and their tenants. Later additions occurred in 2007-2009.
Menta will be occupying approximately 12,000 square feet on the west side of the
building, having their own existing dedicated entrances.

No changes are proposed to the exterior of the building. Any new exterior lighting
or signage will be reviewed to meet Zoning and Building Codes. Changes to the
interior may include the removal of non-load bearing interior office walls to enlarge
said office spaces.

None The proposed new use is not an expansion of the building, and is primarily an indoor use-
so it will not be noticeably different to the neighbors.

Yes The new use will be in an existing building and it will not create any greater impact than
prior (and other) uses on this property.

Yes The applicant states: “This location will continue to provide convenient access for the
business. The location’s circulation is designed to provide safe and convenient access to
and from Yuma'’s public road system. Vehicles entering the location will have adequate
space to enter, drive-thru, and circulate through the property location.”

(4) Are the provisions for building(s) and parking facility setbacks adequate to provide
a transition from, and protection to, existing and contemplated residential
development?

Yes The existing building is a suitable distance from nearby residential uses. No building
expansion is requested. The use of the property does not have a substantially different
parking requirement burden. Additional parking is offered in an adjoining, established
parking lot.

(5) Are the height and bulk of the proposed buildings, and structures, compatible with
the general character of development in the vicinity of the requested conditional
use?

Yes The building is in an area with compatible activities, such as commercial and office uses.
No additions to the existing building are proposed.

(6) Have provisions been made to attenuate noise levels and provide for adequate site,
and security lighting?
Yes Any new exterior lighting will be reviewed to ensure it meets City Code. The existing
building is capable of maintaining appropriate indoor to outdoor noise reduction.

(7) Has the site plan for the proposed conditional use, including, but not limited to
landscaping, fencing, and screen walls and/or planting, CPTED strategies (Crime
Prevention Through Environmental Design), and anti-graffiti strategies been
adequately provided to achieve compatibility with adjoining areas?

Yes The applicant states: “The property management/owner, Avenir Financial, maintains all
exterior lighting, landscaping, fencing, screen walls, installed and maintained theft
deterrent system through a hardwired alarm system with outdoor lighting.”
